OFFICIAL MINUTES

1.  CALL TO ORDER:  The meeting was called to order by Mark Johnson at 7:03 p.m.

2. ROLL CALL:  M. Johnson called the roll with the following members answering, “present”:  Mark Johnson, Cate Wilson, Shari Hoegger, Jeff LaBorence, and Kevin Roe.   Jamie Wykes was absent and Deb Snyder arrived at 8:35 p.m.  
3.  CORRESPONDENCE: Supt. Wolf mentioned receiving Thank You letters and emails from those applying for option positions.

4. RECOGNITION OF VISITORS:  Jeff Flessner & Bill Stillwell of Benefits Planning Associates to present information on Health Reimbursement Accounts.

5. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  A motion by J. LaBorence and seconded by S. Hoegger to approve the July and revised June board meeting minutes.  Upon voice vote, the motion passed: 5-0-2
6. APPROVAL OF BILLS & PAYROLL:  Motion by C. Wilson and seconded by S. Hoegger.  Upon voice vote, the motion passed: 5-0-2

d. Motion by C. Wilson and seconded by S. Hoegger to employ Marti Sullan as .2 FTE certified art teacher, M.A., Step 4.  Upon roll call vote, the motion passed: 5-0-2

e. Motion by C. Wilson and seconded by S. Hoegger to employee Kara Hinds as .5 FTE certified special education teacher, B.S., Step 6.  Upon roll call vote, the motion passed: 5-0-2
f. Motion by C. Wilson and seconded by S. Hoegger to employ Karla Basil as .5 FTE certified teacher, B.S., Step 1, and .5 FTE certified aide at $9.88/hour.  Upon roll call vote, the motion passed: 5-0-2

g. Motion by C. Wilson and seconded by S. Hoegger to employ Joy Harms as certified aide at $9.88/hour.  Upon roll call vote, the motion passed: 5-0-2

h. Motion by J. LaBorence and seconded by K. Roe to approve the purchase of bus video cameras for $3,055.  Upon roll call vote, the motion passed: 5-0-2

i. Motion by C. Wilson and seconded by S. Hoegger approve the purchase of a snow blower for the tractor at $1,275.  Upon roll call vote, the motion passed: 5-0-2

9. NEW BUSINESS

a. Motion by C. Wilson and seconded by J. LaBorence to approve the Tentative 2008-2009 School Budget. Upon roll call vote, the motion passed 5-0-2
b. Motion by C. Wilson and seconded by J. LaBorence to approve the board to pay for the $19.95 online coaching class for all OGS coaches to be certified.  Upon roll call vote, the motion passed 5-0-2 

10. DISCUSSION/INFORMATION:

a. Supt. Wolf mentioned of the lack of space in the trophy case.  He suggested mounting plaques in the hallway entering the gymnasium near the ceiling. The board concurred. 
b. Supt. Wolf informed the board that Pontiac District 429 would be doing this years vision and hearing screening.  He made note that this will not take place until later in the year to allow Pontiac personnel to receive the proper training.

c. Supt. Wolf made note of a meeting with Kim Pugliese of American Fidelity on August 28.  She will be here to discuss their 403b program.

d. Supt. Wolf shared the results of the 2007-2008 school year audit, with only $28 in adjustments to be made.

e. Supt. Wolf made note of a meeting with Mark Schneider regarding Property Liability Insurance.  He will update the board on how the meeting went at the next board meeting.
f. Supt. Wolf discussed the need to set a Policy & Negotiating Committee Meeting.  A date was set of August 27 at 5:00 p.m.

g. Supt. Wolf shared with the board on the Head Cook, Jackie, decision to look into serving peanut butter sandwiches to students with outstanding meal balances.  She is also looking into the cost associated with running a salad bar for lunch.  Supt. will update the board on what is found out at the next board meeting.

h. Supt. Wolf informed the board on the status of the IndyMac CD, due to mature in March 2009.  Basically, there have been no changes in the interest received or maturity date of the CD after the federal government takeover of IndyMac.
i. Supt. Wolf discussed the possibility of running a bus to the Pontiac High School on August 20th for the “Save Pontiac Prison” meeting.
j. Supt. Wolf made note of the need to have a 403b, Response-to-Intervention, and Special Education workload plan in place by January 1, 2009.
k. Supt. Wolf mentioned that during the Teacher’s Institute, staff will be revising the School Improvement Plan.

l. Supt. Wolf informed the board of a lower cost for Plato licenses through the ACHIEVE center.  They will sell used licenses at a discounted price and offer 3 licenses at no cost to the school.

LaBorence and seconded by Deb Snyder to enter closed session for the purpose of terms and conditions of employment of Personnel and evaluation of specific personnel, student discipline, and purchase of real estate.
