BUILDING COMMITTEE MEETING MINUTES
Monday, May 23, 2011
4:00 p.m. at Odell Grade School Library
The meeting was called to order at 4:00 p.m. by Mark Johnson.  Mr. Johnson called roll with the following members answering “present”: Mark Johnson, Mark Hilleary, and Deb Snyder.  Superintendent Davis attended the meeting along with BLDD Architects Representative Lee Gerrietts.  
Mr. Gerriets reviewed the concept drawings for the possible building addition.  The changes included:

1. A combination ramp/steps in the main hallway was included with a discussion of how much room each should have. 

2. Closet doors were moved to the center of the closet to allow easier access.
3. A request to include exterior water and electrical access on each side.

4. Further discussion on storage for the band room will be discussed with the teacher. 

These changes were the only significant concerns discussed.
Superintendent Davis requested that all the billing and cost estimates be done separately.  The building addition must be separate from the Energy Efficiency Grant.  The Energy Efficiency Grant cost must be clearly documented as stand alone costs.  It will be audited by the state and the district would like those cost broken out separately so that there is no questions about which is which.

The committee also reviewed the plumbing specifications for the grant that we would be used to solicit quotations for work this summer if the state funds the grant.  The committee agreed to request quotes from local plumbers including:
