OFFICIAL MINUTES

1.  CALL TO ORDER:  The meeting was called to order by Mark Johnson at 7:00 p.m.  
2. ROLL CALL:  M. Johnson called the roll with the following members answering, “present”:  Mark Johnson, Cate Wilson, Shari Hoegger, Jamie Wykes, Kevin Roe, and Deb Snyder.  Jeff LaBorence arrived at 7:01 p.m.  C. Wilson left at 10:25 p.m.
3. CORRESPONDENCE: Supt. Wolf passed around a “thank you” note from Patricia Marshall, Principal of Dwight Elementary, and Dan Vaughan, Principal of Prairie Central Junior High, thanking the OGS fans for their help picking up after the game.  
4. RECOGNITION OF VISITORS:  Kara Hinds, Steve Verdun, Nick Walschmidt to discuss the status of last years Yearbook and the measures Interstate will take to help make next year’s book a success, Mark Hilleary, Collette McCarty and Kathy Wiemken.  
5. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  A motion by D. Snyder and seconded by K. Roe.  Upon voice vote, the motion passed: 7-0
6. APPROVAL OF BILLS & PAYROLL:  Motion by D. Snyder and seconded by C. Wilson to approve the October bills.  Upon voice vote, the motion passed: 7-0.  

7. APPROVAL OF TREASURER’S REPORT:  Mark Hilleary was here to discuss the following regarding TABS: the Santa visit on December 19th; the fundraising limo ride scheduled for January 20th; the purchasing of the Movie Copyright license to show movies at school; and an Odell Grade School employee Christmas lunch from Rentz.  
8. OLD BUSINESS

a. Motion by D. Snyder and seconded by C. Wilson to adopt the FY2009 Tax Levy at a 3.5% increase.  Upon roll call vote, the motion passed: 7-0.

b. Motion by D. Snyder and seconded by C. Wilson to adopt the 403b Plan as proposed using American Fidelity as the third-party administrator.  Upon roll call vote, the motion passed:    7-0.

c. Motion by C. Wilson and seconded by J. LaBorence to purchase a self-propelled walk-behind snow blower from Kelly Sauder Rupiper Equipment for $1,200.  Upon roll vote the motion passed 7-0.

9. NEW BUSINESS

a. Motion by D. Snyder and seconded by C. Wilson to follow the Pontiac High School FY2010 School Calendar.  Upon roll call vote, the motion passed: 7-0.

b. Motion by D. Snyder and seconded by C. Wilson to approve the purchasing of Computers for Odell Grade School not to exceed $9,999.  Upon roll call vote the motion passed: 7-0.

10. DISCUSSION/INFORMATION:

a. Supt. Wolf presented to the board information regarding the School Improvement and RTI plan for Odell Grade School.
b. Last meeting the board discussed purchasing new bleachers for the gym.  Supt. Wolf asked the board the distance they would like to see the bleachers from the sideline.  In response they agreed to the distance of a minimum of 24 inches.

c. Kathy Wiemken presented to the board the 2009-2010 Vermillion Conference sports schedule.

d. Supt. Wolf discussed with the board the need for a plan regarding the school’s investment portfolio.  The board agreed to invest $400,000 in Certificates of Deposit within local banks, without the use of a third party.  They also made note to keep the maximum dollar amount for each CD under the $100,000 FDIC insured amount.

e. Supt. Wolf updated the board on the status of the bus and building security system installation.  Steve Verdun has one bus camera installed on a regular route bus, with the next soon to be installed.  Supt. Wolf asked the board for permission to put the building camera installation out for bid in January 2009.

f. Supt. Wolf updated the board on the status of the Iberdrola Wind Turbine project.  Iberdrola has agreed to pay the school district 50% of the schools abated property taxes.  Supt. Wolf also mentioned that the county board approved the project, but the enterprise zone is still pending. 
g. Supt. Wolf distributed to the board a sample survey he plans to hand out to the Odell Grade School staff to evaluate his performance and the school climate for their guidance and approval.   

11. CLOSED SESSION:

A motion was made by C. Wilson and seconded by J. LaBorence to enter closed session for the purpose of terms and conditions of employment of Personnel and evaluation of specific personnel, student discipline, and purchase of real estate.  Upon voice vote, the motion passed unanimously: 7-0 (9:36 p.m.)
RETURN TO OPEN SESSION:  A motion was made by D. Snyder and seconded by K. Roe to return to open session.  Upon voice vote, the motion passed unanimously: 6-0 (10:30 p.m.)
