5. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  A motion by D. Snyder and seconded by J. LaBorence.  Upon voice vote, the motion passed:  5-0-2.
6. APPROVAL OF BILLS & PAYROLL:  Motion by M. Hilleary and seconded by S. Hoegger.  Upon roll call vote, the motion passed:  5-0-2.
7. APPROVAL OF TREASURER’S REPORT:  Motion by M. Hilleary and seconded by S. Hoegger.  Upon roll call vote, the motion passed:  5-0-2.
8. OLD BUSINESS

a. Motion by D. Snyder and seconded by S. Hoegger to approve the purchase of the Gretchen Courtney Literacy materials at the cost of $3,300.00.  Upon roll call vote, the motion passed:  5-0-2.
b. Motion by M. Hilleary and seconded by D. Snyder to approve the Workers’ Compensation Self-Insurance Trust renewal at the cost of $13857.00.  Upon roll call vote, the motion passed: 5-0-2.

a. The School Activity Funds were available for the Board to review.
b. Supt. Hill reported on several CD’s that matured the past week and would like some direction from the finance committee on what to do in regards to the money.  Supt. Hill would like to schedule a meeting with M. Johnson, J. LaBorence, and M. Hilleary about this matter.
c. Supt. Hill informed the board on the merger of the Illinois Funds—Prime Fund and Money Market Accounts.  The Prime Fund Account was combined to the Money Market Account on July 1, 2009.
d. Supt. Hill presented the Board with a copy of the 2008-2009 Lunch Report.
e. Supt. Hill reported the Building Committee met on June 24, 2009 with all members present.  Discussion on the bleachers/extra seating in the gym, heating/cooling issues of the building, Smartboards, and Sentios were addressed.   Supt. Hill is working on getting estimates on these items.
