b. Supt. Wolf discussed with the board the minutes of the Finance Committee meeting.  The board decided to move $500,000 from the Bank of Pontiac money market into five Certificates of Deposit from local banks.

c. Supt. Wolf presented information to the board in regards to Athletic Conference choices for the 2009-2010 school year.  The board asked for more information to be presented at the next meeting.
d. Supt. Wolf reported to the board the results from the Fall Academic Benchmark Screening for Star Reader.  He commended the teachers for an excellent job in the classrooms on the great improvement from last year’s scores to the present.  
e. Supt. Wolf updated the board that we have $32,523.92 in REAP grant funds. 
f. Supt Wolf informed the board that volleyball uniforms need to be ordered. 

g. Teachers have been piloting the Tom Snyder FASTTMath program. The board was informed the teachers would like to purchase 20 licenses for the school. 

h. OGS will host the Boys and Girls 8th Grade Regional’s this year.
